Minutes of the AISA Annual General Meeting held on 

Tuesday 31st  March 2005 

The meeting commenced at 7.30 pm. A number of apologies were received. Paul Matz chaired the meeting. Lisa McGuinness agreed to take the minutes.

1. Reports

Reports were received on a recent meeting with Keith Edelman, from the official Arsenal Fans’ Forum and from Red Action.

2. Annual accounts

Geoff Bedingfield distributed copies of the accounts to year-end 30 June 2004, and also reported on current balances. The accounts were agreed.  

3. UEFA rules

"This Association supports the introduction by UEFA of rules requiring a maximum squad size of 25 players of which four must have been developed by the club's own academy and four within the club's own country in all European competitions by 2008/9. Further, this Association supports the introduction of such a rule in all domestic competitions."  

This motion was proposed by Steven Powell, seconded from the floor. Following debate it was agreed by a majority of those present.
4. AISA Constitution and Rules

This AGM confirms the decision of the AISA committee to create an additional class of membership, and that the necessary rule changes should be enacted, in accordance with the amended rules and constitution circulated. In future there will be three classes of membership (ordinary, supporting and life). Ordinary membership shall be open to all Arsenal supporters, and shall be free of charge. Membership fees for supporting and life members shall be as determined by the committee. Only supporting and life members shall be eligible to take part in the decision-making procedures of AISA."  

Proposed by Paul Matz on behalf of the AISA Committee. Some suggestions were made by members about possible amendments to the Constitution and Rules. The motion was agreed subject to members having an opportunity to make amendments at a future meeting. The committee would also review the document.
