The Club reported progress at
the Fans’ Forum on three issues
that fans had raised.

The inadequate policing and
protection for Arsenal fans at
White Hart Lane last year had
been raised with both the police
and the Sp**s, and a meeting to
discuss this year’s arrangements
is to take place shortly.

Bars in some other parts of
the ground are to be kept open
at the end of home matches,
following the successful
experiment in the North Bank.

Away colours for 2003/4
will be yellow and blue, with
the existing blue reverting to
third choice colours.

The remainder of the
meeting was largely devoted
to discussion about the new
stadium. Key points made by
Ken Friar and Keith Edelman
included:

« “A very tough and tight
timetable™ if the move to the
new stadium is to be made by
the start of the 2005/6 season

« The public enquiry re the
compulsory purchase orders
will take place on January 14

« Possibility of no-smoking
at the new stadium (two votes
were taken at the meeting;
8-8 for a no-smoking ban in
the stadium as a whole, 16-0
in support of a ban in the seats)

« Ticket prices likely to be
similar to those at Highbury,
uplifted for inflation

« Lower prices for less
attractive games; higher prices
for more attractive games is
an option

« Still considering the
position regarding bondholders

« Contract for catering
would be put out to tender

Feel-good factor
dominates as
Arsenal Chairman
IVes commitment
0 consult fans

The Arsenal AGM was
relatively quiet this year. Three
gleaming trophies sitting
behind the Directors and the
previous evening’s 4-0 victory
in Eindhoven ensured a feel-
good feeling, and let’s face it,
if we don’t feel good now,
when will we?

Nevertheless there were a
number of interesting questions
from shareholders, mainly about
the new stadium at Ashburton
Grove. Moving in during 2005
was confirmed as the plan;
maintaining the quality of pitch
was accepted as a problem, but
also a priority; the method of
financing the £300 million costs
of the project were still being
examined; and negotiations
regarding 30 compulsory
purchase orders were
continuing.

A hostile question about
the change of the club crest
and the possible naming rights
of the new stadium brought a
round of applause, and an
immediate commitment from
chairman, Peter Hill-Wood, to
consult fans in the future.

The star of the show was of

course the manager,
Monsieur Wenger,
who spoke briefly
and eloquently
about his:

. admiration of the players
“not just as footballers, but as
human beings”

. belief that the Club must
progress “by having shared
values with its supporters”

. desire for Arsenal to fulfil
their destiny by becoming
champions “not just one year,
but every year”

Finally Arsene chided us,
gently for being “a little quiet
sometimes™ as we become
used to winning, almost
“waiting for the team to
score” before becoming noisy.

Quite right boss. More
noise please shareholders (and
the rest of us).

GLIN TAYLOR EXPLAINS WHAT IT'S ALL ABOUT

Within the next few weeks

the Arsenal Supporters’ Trust

(the ‘AST’) will be launched

giving Arsenal fans the
opportunity to obtain shares in Arsenal in
an affordable way.

Supporters’ Trusts have been
established at most professional clubs in
Britain aiming to give supporters an
ownership stake in their Club.

AST will be registered as a member
owned company (called an Industrial and
Provident Society). Every member of AST
will have a vote and will pay a minimum
subscription of £2 per month.

Every AST member will have their own
account. Payments made to AST will be
used to buy units of Arsenal shares
equivalent to 1% of an Arsenal share
(currently around £12 each unit). These
units will be your property, and you will
always have the option to sell them back
at the market value to AST for cash at 7
days notice.

Fans who already own Arsenal shares
will be equally welcome to join the AST.
All the shares you own will remain your
property, and your right to attend the
Clubs AGM wiill be totally unaffected.

Joining AST will increase the say you
have in the Club by linking those of us
who already own Arsenal shares with
those who would like to, into one
cohesive voice. This will facilitate dialogue

with the Arsenal Board.

AST will be run by members. Every
member will be eligible to stand for
election and to vote for candidates for the
AST Board and will be accountable to the
members. Independently audited accounts
will be produced and submitted for
approval. AST will also be supervised by
the Financial Services Authority, and will
be run professionally as a business, but
one dedicated to building and supporting
Arsenal.

Those of us who are preparing to
launch this venture have formed a Steering
Committee and would be delighted to
hear from you. We have approached the
Club and Islington Council about the
launch of AST, and have already received
the support of Islingtons two local MPs.

We look forward to you joining us as
fellow members of AST.
